5. Testing &ContactTracing

TheNassauCountyDepartmentof Healthreceivesall confirmedcasesof COVIBLY in NassauCounty
residentsthat are electronicallytransmitted from laboratories,by law. Thisdoesnot include rapid
tests (done at points of caressuchas Urgent Cares)for which reliability and validity tests are still
ongoingand are not automaticallyreported to NassauCountyDepartmentof Health, at this time.
Confirmed casesin faculty, staff and administratorsthat live outside of NassauCounty will be
investigatedby the jurisdictionthat they residein. In thesecasesgclosecommunicationwill needto
occurbetweenthe health departmentsof other jurisdictions,NassauCountyandthe schooldistrict.
Once the health department conductsits investigation,the school nurse or COVID 19 Safety
Cocoordinatorswill be called and notified. Dependingon the specificsof the caseand potential
exposures,additional close contacts will be elicited, and quarantine and/or notification may be
determined Veryoften, thesedeterminationsare madein partnershipwith the health department
It is recognizedthat we can always be more restrictive than county health department
recommendations

6. How TheNew YorkStateContactTracingProgramWorks(FromNYSDOH)

If youtest positive,a COVIBContactTracerwill connectyou with the supportandresourcesjou may
needthrough quarantine,suchas help getting groceriesor householdsupplies,child-care, medical
care or supplies The Tracerwill work with you to identify and reach out via phone and text to
anyone@ 2 dZee€ndh contactwith while youwere infectiousto trace and containthe spreadof the
virus

Peoplewho have comein closecontactwith someonewho is positive are askedto stay home and
limit their contact with others. By stayinghome during this time If you becomesick yourself,you
havenot infectedmanyothersalongthe way. Thisis howwe stopthe spread!

In cooperation with the School District Physician,School Nurses, and the COVIBL9 Safety
Cocoordinatorsjndividualsexhibiting symptomsof Coronaviruswill be referred to their personal
physicianfor determination of appropriate treatment and the needto be tested Currenttesting
sites availablein NassauCounty and throughout New York State can be accessedby going to
https://coronavirushealthny.gov/find-test-site-nearyou.

8. TestResults

Suspectedstaff as well as studentswho have been tested for COVIBL9 or who have signsand
symptomsof COVIBLY, shouldremainat homeandnot cometo schooluntil resultsare known Any
closecontactsof a pendingO | ar&s@tashouldalsoremainat homeandisolateduntil the results
of the test are known A positive result will require additional isolation of the caseand close
contacts elicited as describedabove Quarantineand/or notification will be determined by the
health departmentin conjunctionwith the schooldistrict. Laboratorytesting may take days until
resultsare determined The NassauCountyDepartmentof Health hasno control over laboratory
testing

9. PositiveCases Contact Tracing

Often, a staff member or student (parent) may know the results of a COVIB19 test before the
health department. In this situation, the COVIBL9 Safety Cacoordinatorswill report the caseto
the designatednumber. The NassauCounty Departmentof Health will attempt to confirm the
case If it is confirmed, then additionalclosecontactsmay be elicited dependingon the specifics of
the environment,caseand potential exposureslf the caseis not able to be confirmed, (often due
to laboratory or electronic delays),then we may make our own determination regarding close
contactsand potential exposureand exclusionsat that time until further informationis known The
health department is available to the COVIDL9 Safety Cocoordinators, if additional
consultationisneeded

Closecontacts are required to be quarantined accordingto NYSDepartment of Health and are
monitored by NassauCountyand NY Scontacttracingefforts. We will notify other studentsand staff
in the classroomor buildingwho are closecontacts
